 4 - Formula 

 U14 EFC European Circuit               

 One round of poules (separation by nations and clubs), 20 to 25% eliminated, followed by direct eli-
mination tableau without repechage (according to EFC rules). 

  

 U15 Spanish Circuit (TNR)  

 One round of poules, from which it won't be discarded any fencer, followed by direct elimination ta-
bleau without repechage (according to RFEE rules). 

  

 U12 Open "Maestro Chicca" 

 Formula  will be decided depending on the number of final participants but will try to maximize the 

number of matches per fencer and balanced matches in the tableau.    

 5 - Awards 

 There will be prizes for the 8 finalists of each competition and special prizes for the first 4. 

 The coaches of the winners will also be rewarded.

 Spanish clubs have to register and pay using the spanish federation tool (Skermo), while foreign 
clubs have to register and pay using the tournament website form. 

 Entry fee: 40 € (includes referee fee). 
  

 U12 Open "Maestro Chicca" 

 Registration and payment is done using the tournament website form, both for spanish and foreign 
clubs. 

 Entry fee: 25 €.   
  

 Last day for registration is April 17th (Friday). No registration will be accepted on the competition day. 

 Online payment is required for all competitions.
